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2008-2009 Verification Review Process Instructions 
Independent Students 

 
 
Your application was selected for review in a process called Òverification.Ó  In this process, the Office of Student Financial 
Aid (OSFA) will compare information from your application with signed copies of your and your spouseÕs (if you are 
married) 2007 federal tax forms, or with W-2 forms or other financial documents. Federal financial aid regulations say we 
have the right to ask you for this information before awarding federal aid. 
 
Verification and FAFSA Corrections 
If there are differences between the data reported on your FAFSA and the tax documents that you submit with your 
Verification Worksheet, OSFA may need to make corrections and electronically transmit the corrected data to the FAFSA 
federal processor. The federal processor will produce a new Student Aid Report (SAR) and electronically transmit a copy to 
OSFA. OSFA will determine your eligibility for financial aid. You can monitor the action OSFA takes on WSU Pipeline, 
http://pipeline.wayne.edu.  The information cannot be provided via e-mail. 
 
 
Avoid Verification Processing Delays 
A. OSFA strongly recommends you submit all documents at the same time. Keep photocopies for your records. 
B. Print your name and WSU 9-digit ID number on each document. 
C. Sign all tax forms. 
D. Submit all documents within 14 business days. 
 
 
What You Must Do 

1. Collect your and your spouseÕs (if you are married) signed financial documents. Following are acceptable 2007 
federal tax forms: 

 IRS Form 1040 
 IRS Form 1040A 
 IRS Form 1040EZ 
 Paper copy of a federal e-file return 

o Do not submit IRS Form 8453. It does not provide enough information for verification. 
o Do not submit IRS Form 8879, E-file Signature Authorization. It is not a tax return. 

 Tax return from Puerto Rico 
 Foreign Income tax return 
 IRS Personal Tax Account Transcript 
 If you and/or your spouseÕs did not keep a copy of your 2007 tax return(s), request it/them from the IRS 

via telephone 800-829-1040, or Form 4506-T, ÒRequest for Transcript of Tax Return,Ó which is available 
online, http://ww w.irs.gov/individuals/article/0.id=110571.00.html.  

2. Complete both pages of the Verification Worksheet and sign page 2. Do not leave any section blank/incomplete. 
3. Submit both pages of the completed, signed worksheet and signed copies of your and your spouseÕs (if you are 

married) 2007 federal tax forms, including all 2007 W-2 forms, to the financial aid office. 
 

NOTICE:  If you or your spouse did not file and are not required to file a 2007 federal tax return, check the  
appropriate box in Section C of the verification worksheet. 

 
 
Verification Process Deadlines 
You must complete the verification process before your final eligibility for financial aid can be determined. We strongly 
recommend all documents be submitted within 14 days of receipt of the verification notice or by May 31, 2008, whichever 
date is earlier. The last date to submit documents is 30 days after your last date of enrollment. If you do not complete the 
verification process, you forfeit federal student aid eligibility.
